How? Because saving a fixed contribution amount on a regular basis offers a method to smooth out market volatility and benefit over the longer term. With a fixed contribution, the lower the unit* price of the fund, the higher the amount of units that can be purchased. Conversely, when the unit price for a fund rises, fewer units can be purchased. This is known as ‘dollar cost averaging’ and I’d be happy to give you more information about this as well as some examples of how this works in practice. 
Please bear in mind, when markets are rising, regular payments may be less effective than lump sum payments.
